I will also provide targeted                       
support to women, through a female entrepreneurship program that will assist them in                         
accessing both finance and quality business mentorship, to launch a new generation of female                           
owned innovative start-ups. I will establish a world class coding teaching academy, in concert                           
with leading digital corporations including Apple. With the aim of bringing all of these elements                             
together to position London as a leading global tech city to rival Silicon Valley.  
 
My vision for London’s growth is one where the protection and regeneration of the environment                             
takes centre stage. With a range of initiatives ranging from the control of noise pollution and                               
incentives for electric cars through to growing the bee population and a large-scale Thames                           
clean-up strategy, I plan to work hard with the citizens of London to deliver immediate tangible                               
benefits to our shared environment. London will become a city that celebrates nature.
